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For students who travelled outside UAE during the Summer Break:

If the student did not undergo PCR test on arrival and has not completed 10
days from their arrival - To attend online classes until they complete 10 days
from the date of their return to UAE and be free of any symptoms before re-
joining the school physically.
If these students wish to re-join the school physically before completing 10 days
from their arrival, they should get tested from an authorised testing centre in
UAE and submit the negative report.
